The Wild & Scenic Film Festival comes to Salmon, Idaho

Salmon, Idaho:    Join the Salmon Arts Council and Salmon Valley Stewardship when they host the Wild and Scenic Film Festival On Tour at the Odd Fellows Hall on Wednesday, January 11 and Wednesday, January 18 from 6:00pm to 8:00pm. 

The Wild & Scenic Film Festival is a collection of films from the annual festival held the third week of January in Nevada City, CA which is now its 9th year! Wild & Scenic focuses on films which speak to the environmental concerns and celebrations of our planet. “Films featured at Wild & Scenic give people a sense of place,” says Tour Manager Susie Sutphin. “In our busy lives, it’s easy to get disconnected from our role in the global ecosystem. When we realize that the change we need in this world begins with us we can start making a difference. Come watch and see!”

The Wild & Scenic Film Festival was started by the watershed advocacy group, the South Yuba River Citizens League (SYRCL) in 2003. The festival’s namesake is in celebration of SYRCL’s landmark victory to receive “Wild & Scenic” status for 39 miles of the South Yuba River in 1999. With the support of their national partners Patagonia, CLIF Bar, Klean Kanteen, Osprey Packs, Sierra Nevada Brewing and Grist.org, the festival can reach an even larger audience in tour venues coast to coast. 

A variety of short films totally about 90 minutes will be aired each of the two evenings in Salmon. Films to be featured include: 
Witness; The power of photography and its value as an effective conservation tool, showcasing some of the most incredible cinematography Fishman; Mike Kasic swims the Yellowstone River like a human-fish through river canyons and scenic mountain views. 
Eastern Rises; A wild band of fly fisherman journey to one of the last places on earth, Kamchatka, Russia in the Russian Far East. 
In addition, a local film will be shown courtesy of the Salmon Whitewater Park Association.  
Brower Youth Award: Freya Chay; a unique look into youth participating in conservation.         
A Skier's Journey - La Grave; a skier’s dream! 
Nature Propelled; A journey across a continent using only vegetable oil – two friends take “Baby” their van on an international trip to educate and inspire. 
Also included will be several short media pieces that are funny and inspiring. 


Salmon Valley Stewardship and the Salmon Arts Council have teamed up on several projects that weave conservation and the arts together.  Denise Shirmer of Salmon Valley Stewardship used to be a regular attendee of the Telluride Film Festival when she lived in Colorado. “Film is such a powerful medium. Some of these films are really short, but they tell big and important stories.”
